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The Genbao Castle was constructed in the late 16th Century. As the castle
has never been renovated since it had been built, you can see its original

presentation as if it was the same as that of 400 years ago.

@ Bailey 1 Kuruwa 1

Bailey means the open area of the castle, surrounded by a
wall. The winding and enclosed corridor forced invaders to
have no chance to escape but come to an end to be
captured by soldiers of castle owner.

(0 The Bank Tsuchihashi

The bank Tsuchi-Hashi was the only way to connect the
Bailey 1 () and the Koguchi Bailey (®). Such a bottleneck
pass way enabled the defensive soldiers to receive attacks of
enemies and launch an intensive counter-attack at the side
of the Koguchi Bailey (@).

(@ The Koguchi Bailey -Koguchi Kuruwa-

The Koguchi Bailey had another aspect that open to a
southeast valley. It worked as a benefit for the castle soldiers
to make a sally outside via the Umadashi Kuruwa (3).

@ * (® The Entrance Area of Main Bailey -Umadashi Kuruwa-

The areas @ and ® were the hearts of defense because
both of the areas were facing tripartite directions to defend
the Main Bailey (@) of the castle behind.

(@) The Main Bailey -Shukaku-

The main Bailey has two gateways; at the North and
Southside. Both of entrances were made zigzag-shaped to
delay the invasion of enemies.

Turret -Yagura Dai-

Northeast corner of the Main Bailey is interpreted as a turret
to oversee invaders. The place was identified by remains of
stone works.

® Bailey 2 Kuruwa 2

Bailey 2 has the largest space in the castle. The area may
have been worked as a space for a post of soldiers or a stock
for foods.
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
