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Tezutsuyama Castle
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The castle located on Mt. Tezutsu-yama. There was a
steep slope on the southeastern of the castle, and a marsh
(Nakaikemi Wetland) below that slope,which were natural
defence for enemies.

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Tsuruga Castle
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By the Edo period the location of castles has changed from mountain to plain
area as their function changed from a military base to an economic base. Tsuruga
Castle is the latter case.(Although the exact location is unknown, it is said that the
castle was located near the current Tsuruga-Nishi elementary school.)

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Hikida Castle

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Hikida Tsushimanokami Hisayasu built the castle. Since the
place Hikida has been an important junction between Kinai
(Kyoto area) and Hokuriku (Northern area) from the ancient
time, the castle was attacked and repaired many times.

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Genbao Castle
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The castle was named after Sakuma Genba Morimasa,
the vassal of the Katsuie Shibata. In 1583, there was the
headquarters of Katsuie Shibata for the Shizugatake battle with
the Hideyoshi army. The castle is well preserved because it was
not destroyed after the owner Katsuie lost the battle and fled.
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The basic structure of the castle is preserved as it was
when the castle was built.
